What is the IDP?

· The IDP is part of the Government’s strategy for children with special educational needs (SEN)
· It was first outlined in “Removing barriers to achievement”, the governments strategy for SEN (2004)
· It is a four year programme running from 2008-2011

· Phase one focuses on children with speech, language and communication needs in the early years. A separate set of resources for school aged children and young people through to secondary also focuses on dyslexia.

· Future phases will include autism, behaviour and moderate learning difficulties.

· The IDP is presented in a set of resources which include a comprehensive booklet with an easy to use interactive DVD

What are the aims of the IDP?
· To support all practitioners to independently develop skills required to identify children with speech, language and communication needs as early as possible.

· To know the best ways to support children with speech, language, and communication needs in early years and foundation stage settings. This includes working with parents and carers and when to refer to a speech and language therapist.

· To support all practitioners, teachers, managers and leaders plan and develop their strategic approaches to the inclusion and achievement of children with speech, language and communication needs.

· To provide opportunities for continued professional development for both individuals and groups of practitioners working together.

How does this new initiative link with current good practice?
· The IDP links directly with the Early Years Foundation Strategy (EYFS)

· The IDP provides additional practical ideas to help and support practitioners reflect on how they are currently supporting children with speech, language and communication needs in their settings.

· The IDP links directly with support, advice and training currently being provided to settings in Nottinghamshire by staff from the Inclusion Support Service Early Years team and Local Speech and Language therapists who work with you, the children and their families.

· Local ways of working e.g. the Signs and Symbols Network and local training e.g. Let’s Talk , Let’s Interact, It Takes Two to Talk, all reflect the good practice advice in the IDP.

· The DVD is easy to load. You can listen to a voice reading the content or read it to yourself by switching the Audio tab off. All sections are listed on the site map so you can jump straight to the section you want or simply work your way through each section by pressing “NEXT”

· The materials are organised according to the four sections of the Early Years Foundation Stage: A Unique Child, Positive Relationships, Enabling Environments, Learning and Development.

· At the end of each section the recommendation is to reflect on current practice as: a practioner, a team, a SENCO and as a leader, manager or management team or committee.
