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The Inclusion Development Programme - Autism
The materials are designed to help increase skills and knowledge in removing barriers to achievement for pupils on the autism spectrum.

It is a resource for all school practitioners.  The materials reflect good quality first teaching and are therefore applicable to all pupils. They can be used in a variety of ways and by a range of users.

It should be remembered that the skills described are those expected of foundation level and there may be professionals in school who have specialist qualifications and experience in autism spectrum that go beyond the skills and knowledge outlined in the self-evaluation document.

The staff self-evaluation checklist in this pack is taken from the IDP materials and enables learners, headteachers, special educational needs coordinators (SENCOs) and leadership teams to assess skills and knowledge. Members of leadership teams can encourage staff to complete the self evaluation checklist before and after using the DVD-ROM or online materials and share the results to produce an audit of available skills. The staff self-evaluations should be completed individually.  The results can then be pulled together on the staff audit (also included in this pack).  Areas of development/training can then be identified for individuals, groups or whole school.

Also included in this pack is an example of how a school might put together an action plan for their work on the IDP-Autism Spectrum.

Learning Outcomes:

· Use the self- evaluation questionnaire to recognize current strengths and identify areas where further knowledge is required.

· Identify elements of Quality First Teaching which will support pupils on the autism spectrum.

· Know the typical and atypical characteristics of those on the autism spectrum

· Use pupil profiling and case studies to identify and/or learn more about pupils on the autism spectrum.

· Identify how different aspects of autism may affect pupil’s learning

· List ways in which support could be provided for pupils on the autism spectrum which could remove barriers to learning and isolation.

· Describe how to promote inclusion and interaction in mainstream schools.

· Demonstrate ways in which parent and pupil voice activities can support the planning for pupils on the autism spectrum.

Autism Friendly Schools and Early Years Settings

A whole school approach is the most effective way of meeting the needs of children with an ASD, regardless of type of provision. Supportive attitudes and a willingness to learn from the child and family are key to ensuring a positive school or nursery experience for al children.

	·  Ensure all teachers are aware of their duties under the SEN Code of Practice to identify children’s needs, including those on the autism spectrum.
	
	
	

	· The SENCO should ensure that all staff who come into contact with a student on the autism spectrum are aware of the particular needs of that student.
	
	
	

	· Promote a consistency of approach and expectation from all staff towards the individual student.
	
	
	

	· When possible visit the student’s previous placement and talk to the staff who have already been involved. Remember that parents are an invaluable source of information.
	
	
	

	· During the transition period, have a named member of staff to help the student to settle in and build relationships with the student and their family as a point of contact.
	
	
	

	· Have a policy on working with students on the autism spectrum or have reference to ASDs within the general SEN policy. The policy can take the form of a booklet of guidance on practice, highlighting positive approaches. If appropriate, consult specialist staff from the support services when developing policies on autism.
	
	
	

	· Keep up to date records of staff ASD training. Staff attending training can provide feedback for others.
	
	
	

	· Ensure a member of staff with knowledge of ASDs is available to discuss any concerns the student may have. Staff need to be aware of the vulnerability of the student with ASD to bullying. 
	
	
	

	· Acknowledge the opinions of students regarding school provision.
	
	
	

	· Ensure the curriculum of the student with ASD is tailored to meet their needs, using student interests to motivate and reward. Provide structure with clear verbal and visual clues.
	
	
	

	· Provide opportunities for students with an ASD to generalise skills learnt in one setting/lesson to other situations/settings.
	
	
	

	· Recognise that Information and Communication Technology can be a particularly effective medium for students with an ASD and can be used across all curriculum areas.
	
	
	

	· Be aware of the school environment to take account of the difficulty with sensory stimuli experienced by some students with ASDs, eg, leaving the class 5 minutes early to avoid the busy corridor, access to a “safe haven” at break/lunch time.
	
	
	

	· Work closely with parents, families and support services, consulting them about Individual Education Plans and Behaviour Plans where appropriate, and inviting them to joining with ASD training when appropriate.
	
	
	

	· Encourage parents to contact school about any concerns and to advise the school about any issues that may be affecting the child at home or at school. Links can be maintained via home/school diaries, Dictaphones, messages or by phone.
	
	
	

	· Provide opportunities for peer support, eg lunchtime interest clubs, informal mentoring, and awareness raising.
	
	
	

	· Develop communication networks between all support services involved so that there is a flow of information regarding individual students and information regarding ASD policy and practice.
	
	
	

	· Ensure smooth transition between settings and year groups by exchanging accurate and up to date records, profiles and ways of working with the student with ASDs e.g. a completed Passport document. Ensure conditions for positive working and triggers for anxiety are highlighted.
	
	
	

	· Work closely with the Connexions Service to ensure a smooth transition to post 16 provision for students with an ASD.
	
	
	

	· Provide a safe/sheltered space for children with ASDs to use during unstructured times of the day such as breaks and lunchtimes.
